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The Parable of  the Lost Sheep is in the Bible Gospels 
of  Matthew and Luke. Jesus told the Parable of  the 
Lost Sheep over two thousand years ago, but the 
message is as relevant to us today as it was when He 
spoke the words.  

The parable is about a shepherd who has 100 sheep 
and one of  them wanders off  and gets lost. The       
shepherd goes in search of  the lost sheep until he 
finds it and celebrates its return.  Luke 15:5 “And 
when he hath found it, he layeth it on his shoulders, 
rejoicing.” 

Jesus never gives up on the person who walks away 
from Him, no matter how many others He has by His 
side. He still loves and misses and wants the lost one 
to return.  

Jesus doesn’t stop that person from wandering      
because God loves us so much that He gave us free   
will to make our own 
choices in life. He still 
loves and misses and 
wants the lost ones to 
return. 

The Bible makes it 
clear that Jesus is our 
shepherd and we are 
His sheep.  
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In the land where Jesus lived, the shepherds cared 
for their flocks. The sheep were led by the            
shepherd’s voice to fresh grass. The shepherd 
guarded them from wild animals by lying across the 
entrance to the fold at night like a door. 

Jesus told the people that He was the door of  the 
sheep and anyone who enters in by Him would be 
saved. Jesus also said He is the good shepherd     
because He lays down His life for the sheep.  

If  we believe in our Lord Jesus Christ and enter His 
fold, He will guide us to a blessed life.  
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I am the good shepherd: the good 
shepherd giveth his life for the 
sheep. John 10:11 (KJV)
